Public Hearing Date Industrial Park Extension Water & Sewer

2026 Budget Public Hearing Date

Public Hearing Date – Zone Change 289.00-04-13.08 Kevin Peck County Route 57
Nazarian said we need to make a Public Hearing date for a zone change for a resident that would like to build a house but it is zoned Commercial, and they would like it to be Residential. Nazarian said it is on County Rooute 57 and the Tax map # is 289.00-04-13.08 for Kevin Peck. Nazarian Made the Motion for the zone change on November 6th 2025 at 6:05 pm. Seconded by Gelling. All ayes; Gelling, Millert, Notaro, Hart and Nazarian. 

Water Agreement 23 Dix Drive

Nazarian said we have an outside water supply agreement the owners of 23 Dix Drive have requested to connect to the Oswego River Road Water District, and the property is currently not located within any Town water district. is currently not in the Town’s Water District but has available excess capacity and the town is willing to provide water service for the property. Nazarian said the town agreed to provide Town water service under terms and conditions that the Town and its sole cost and expense, subject to reimbursement from the owner. Nazarian said they will be paying into that district the EDUs but if a water district is formed where they are they must hook into that one. Nazarian made the Motion to sign the agreement seconded by Millert. All ayes; Gelling, Millert, Notaro, Hart and Nazarian. (attached to minutes)

Nazarian said that the Town received a grant from Senator Ryan in the amount of $75,000.00 for new Town windows the Crest grant was from Community Resiliency, Economic Sustainability, and Technology Program.
County Route 57- Speed Reduction Petition
