Decommissioning Plan for Oxbow Solar Farm
Nazarian said they have reviewed the Nexcamp Decommissioning Plan for Phoenix Oxbow Solar. Nazarian said the surety Bond insures the proper dismantling, removal and site restation. Nazarian made the Motion to accept the Decommissioning Surety in the amount of $793,390. Seconded by Notaro All ayes: Gelling, Millert, Notaro, Hart and Nazarian.

Highway Letters of Intent

Nazarian said we have three letters of intent for Highway Equipment which are 2026 Chevy Silverado pick up with Fisher snowplow not to exceed $59,962.00, 2026 Bandit 200XP woodchipper not to exceed $54,839.60 and a 2026 CAT950 GC Front end loader not to exceed $270,923.56.
