Resolution & Estoppel Notice Pickup Truck $60,000.00
Nazarian said we have a Bond Resolution authorizing the acquisition of certain equipment as a maximum estimated cost of $60,000.00 appropriating the issuance of up to $60,000.00 notes and serial bonds of the Town to pay the cost of a Pickup Truck. Nazarian said whereas of the Town Law of the State of New York empowers the Town Board of the Town of Schroeppel, New York to undertake a project. Nazarian said the project is a type II action and is not subject to SEQRA $60,000.00 is hereby approved for 5 years pursuant to subdivision 29 of paragraph a of section 11.00 of local Finance Law.  This Resolution gives the Town Supervisor sufficient authority to execute those applications, agreements and instruments. And it is not subject to permission referendum. Nazarian said this Resolution is subject to permissive referendum and Estoppel Notice shall be published and posted within 10 days of adoption by the Town Clerk the resolution shall become effective 30 days after adoption.
